Do not use the cradle if any components are broken or missing.

Regularly inspect fabric and stitching and check that it is undamaged.

Do not use accessories or replacement parts other than those approved by the manufacturer.

Avoid Direct Sunlight

Keep the furniture out of direct sunlight. Ultraviolet rays will fade colours and in some cases darken
them. It can also cause crazing or hair line cracks in the finish. White finishes will yellow naturally
over time and exposure to direct sunlight will hasten this natural process along with some woods
darkening naturally over time; this is not considered to be a quality defect.

Proper Storage
If you need to put your furniture in storage for any period of time do not store them in a damp or
hot dry enviroment. Allow air movement around the furniture and do not stack anything on top of it.

Failure to do this may invalidate your warranty
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Step 6 - Fixing to the Bed “Co Sleeping”

We have compiled some tips on how you can enjoy your babyhood product for longer:

Room Climate Control

Wood, when first cut contains more than 50 percent water. When it is prepared for furniture
construction it is placed in a kiln and the moisture content is brought down to 8 to 10 percent.
Wood is porous and responds to its environment. If the room has high humidity it will absorb it
and expand and if the humidity is low it will lose moisture and shrink.

It is important that the humidity levels in the room be controlled from extremes of too much
humidity or too little. Furniture should not be placed close to air-conditioning outlets, fire places,
radiators, space heaters, humidifiers or dehumidifiers. Exposure to extreme variations of
temperature and humidity can damage any fine wood product.

The side support of the cradle should always be
placed close to your mattress and the mattress
should always be aligned with the height of the
side support

The Ideal Environment for Fine Furniture

Fine wood furniture will have fewer problems when its environment is controlled at a temperature
between 18 and 24 degrees celsius and a relative humidity between 35 and 40 percent. Wood
placed in an environment outside of those limits can and will shrink or expand and may develop
some small cracks which are not material or structural defects.

ii The cradle always should be firmly fixed to the
structure of your bed or to the mattress support.

A prolonged exposure to the sun may cause changes of tones to the product’s colour. After a
prolonged exposure of the product to high temperatures, wait a few minutes prior to placing
your child in it.

We do not recommend using synthetic fabric under accessories or lamps as this may impact on
the colour of the timber. Qils from potpourri and other scented items can also damage the
furniture finish. It is advised that you do not drag items across the surface of the furniture and
allow the surface to breath by rotating your accessories and lamps.

Do not over polish the furniture, do it only two or three times a year. Over polishing can distort
the natural finish of the product. In addition, you should not wax the furniture as wax build up
can destroy the natural finish of the product.

Clean any spills immediately with a soft, clean and damp, not wet cloth and do not use abrasive
cleaners.

Cleaning

The cover may be gently spot cleaned.

For heavy soiling the cover may be removed and hand washed in cold water using a very mild
detergent solution.

Lie cover flat and dry in a well ventilated area out of direct sun light.

Do not use bleach, ammonia based or abrasive cleaning chemicals.

Do not dry clean.

The frame and plastics may be cleaned with a damp cloth and a mild detergent solution and
dried with a soft cloth.

Clean any spills immediately with a soft, clean and damp, not wet cloth and do not use
abrasive cleaners.

Check to make sure that when the cradle is in the co sleeping
mode it does not interfere with your bed.

Use the cradle with the side lowered (co sleeping mode),
only when you are awake and supervising your baby.
Keep side up whenever your or your baby are asleep.

This product is intended for use for babies aged between 0 and 8 months, weighing up to a maximum
of 9 kg. When a child is able to sit, kneel or to pull themself up, the cradle should not be used anymo-
re for this child.

Be aware of the risk of open fires and other sources of strong heat, such as electric bar fires, gas
fires, etc. The product must be kept away from electric cables and cords. Do not place the product
near windows where cords, curtains or similar objects could pose choking or strangling hazards for
the child. To avoid strangling hazards, do not leave your child or place near them, objects equipped
with cords.

Before assembly, check that the product and all of its components have not been damaged during
transportation. Do not use this product if any part is broken, torn or missing and keep out of reach of
children.

Make sure the users of this product are knowledgeable on its operation.
Safety is paramount

Whilst we have designed this cradle for you to easily settle baby and play with your child, when you
are sleeping or your child is unsupervised always ensure the side is lifted, zipped and locked in
place. This is for the safety of your baby.

The product must always be placed on a horizontal surface. Never leave the product on an inclined
surface with the child inside it.

Children must not be permitted to play without supervision near the product.

Do not use the product without the frame.

Keep the fastening belts away from the reach of children.

Only use the mattress supplied with the product.

Do not leave any object inside the product that could reduce its depth.

Do not position the cradle near walls and obstacles to prevent trapping hazards or suffocation.

Do not leave small objects or pillows or excessive bedding inside the product to prevent choking
hazards.

Use only spare parts approved by the manufacturer. Do not apply accessories to the product, which
are not supplied by the manufacturer.

Do not adjust the product with the child inside.
Do not move the product with the child inside.
Do not use the product with more than one child at a time.

When not in use, keep the product away from the reach of children.
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
