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Step 1

Decide the height position you would like the mattress 
slats (C) to be. If the child can already sit up you must 
adjust the mattress slats to the lowest position. This will 
help to reduce the risk of falls. 

Clear an area on the floor and lay the mattress slat base 
(C) and cot end (A) on their sides, being careful not to 
scratch the frame.

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Using the Allen key (K) tighten the 70mm bolt (F) and use 
a screwdriver to make slight adjustments to the nut (G) to 
align the thread correctly. Repeat this for the remaining 
bolts that hold both cot ends (A) to the mattress slat base.

You do not need to to fully tighten the bolts at this stage, 
only once all the parts of the cot frame are in place.

Position a cot side (B) and fix to the cot ends (A) with the bolt 
(F) and nuts (G), adjusting the bolt if necessary in the same 
way as in step 1.

With help from another adult stand the cot upright and fix 
the final side (B). Now all four sides and the mattress base 
should be in position and secured. 

If you are assembling the cot with the optional toddler side 
rail on one of the sides of the cot, skip forward to page 9.  
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Step 3

Use the 8x 12mm bolts (J) the 4x 14mm cap nuts (I) and 
the 4x 30mm bolts (H) to seal the remaining pre-drilled 
holes in the cot ends (A). This is to prevent baby’s fingers 
from getting stuck in the pre-drilled holes. The holes allow 
the mattress base to be secured at set heights depending 
on the age and stage of the baby. Give all bolts a final 
check and tighten fully.

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Fitting the Optional Castors

Place the cot on its side. On the base of each leg push 
the castor (L) into the castor sleeve holes. Repeat for the 
remaining 3 legs. Stand the cot upright and push down 
on each corner to ensure the castors have clicked into 
place and can turn freely. 

Each castor is fitted with a brake. Lock the wheels in 
place using the brake when the cot is in its preferred 
location.

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Toddler Bed Conversion

The Frank Mini 4-in-1 Cot can be converted to a toddler 
bed when your little one shows signs of being able to 
climb out of the cot.  

Loosen the cot sides and cot base from the cot end 
panels. Remove the cot side you would like to replace 
with the the toddler rail. Remove bolts I, J and H on the 
same side too. One cot side must remain in place. Attach 
the toddler rail with 4x 55mm bolts (E).  Tighten all bolts

RECOMMENDED MATTRESS SIZE
This cot has been manufactured for use with a mattress which measures  
600mm wide x 940mm long and no more than 120mm thick (MAX).  
The width and length are specified because it is important that the 
gaps between the mattress and the sides and ends of the cot do not 
exceed 40mm when the mattress is pushed to one side or end, and 
20mm when the mattress is centred in the cot. The thickness of the 
mattress has been specified to ensure that the depth of the cot is 
greater than 500mm with the mattress base in the lower position to 
minimise the risk of a child climbing or falling out of the cot.

POSITIONING OF THE COT
Ensure the cot is placed on a level, stable surface at a reasonable 
distance from curtains, blinds, heaters and power points.
